Guide to Searching for Articles Within a Specific Journal

From the library’s home page (http://www.swu.edu/library), select the link for “Full Text Journal Finder.”

In the “Find” box of the Full Text Journal Finder, type the title of the journal you seek and click “Search.”
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If your journal title is available in full text from within one of our databases, its title will appear with a listing of the databases in which it can be found.  Choose a database that includes full text from the date you need.
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Click on a database title.  If you are off campus, you will be prompted for login information.  This is available on the AGS “Orange sheet” or from within MyCampus (Academics > Library > Database Login Information).
When you click on a database title, you will get a page that provides access to the journal.  It is possible to search within the entire publication (if you want information on a specific topic or if there is a specific article you need) or to browse the individual issues (as if you had it in hand).

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If you want to search within the publication (if you want information on a specific topic or if there is a specific article you need), look for the areas in these screen shots that are indicated with an oval.  You will either click a link to get to an advanced searching screen with the journal name already entered (as is the case for EBSCOhost databases), or you will have a small search field on the journal title page in which to enter your keywords (as is the case for the Gale databases).

If you want to browse through each issue (to see what kind of topics the journal is publishing, etc.),  use the dropdown menus or links indicated in these screen shots with a rectangle.  

From here, accessing the journal articles is the same as it always is for each of these database groups.  Look for links to .pdf or other full text.  You can print, download, and sometimes e-mail the articles.  Within the EBSCOhost databases, you can create your own account and log in to file articles in folders, save search histories, and do create other kinds of research paths.
These are the databases.  Notice in this case, only two of the six choices include current issues.  Choose Academic Search Premier over MAS Ultra, if both include the same date coverage you need.
